The Conference – Slavdom from birds’ perspective opens the cycle of meetings “Humanities in Nature – Nature in Humanities”. The main aim of these meetings is an interdisciplinary, humanistic, diachronic and synchronic look at the animate nature and the inanimate one as well in a further perspective. The subject of the cycle allows to present natural aspects of philological, cultural, folkloristic, historical and anthropological considerations. In the cycle of meetings we enter as humanists into the research area explored traditionally by natural scientists, that is why we invite also for cooperation biologists, geographers, geologists or physicists, who want to highlight a humanistic element of their scientific research.  
The leitmotif of the first meeting will be Birds – Aves, one of the numerous class of the animal kingdom. Birds had appeared before a human being in the Earth and then they became a motif of human artefacts in an artistic and daily activity. Nowadays we forget often about birds and their impact on our perception of the world. According to many ones, they are an element of nature, which seems to be useless, dirty, resilient, however owing to texts of culture, “threatening” us with the perspective of the world without birds – an omnipresent deafening silence, a plague of insects, a shortage of colours of delighting our sight birds’ feathers, we are able to notice and admire their beauty, we are jealous of their freedom, but at the same time we depict and extol them in literature, film, sculpture, painting or use their names in language, sound-imitating words coming from their singing. They become for us symbols of features that we want to possess. The title “birds’ perspective” will allow to perceive Slavdom from philological, cultural, folkloristic, historical and ethnological, relating to birds, point of view, which is present in texts of culture, languages and history. Diversity of birds’ motifs in wide comprehended culture inspires us for research or scientific reflection and humanistic look at the world of nature. 
We invite humanists to participate in the conference. They can represent various disciplines and research areas. Moreover, we invite for cooperation in the first meeting representatives of natural science, especially biologists, ornithologists with a humanistic approach. 
Main languages of the conference: all Slavonic languages and English. 
We propose the following thematic areas: 

· Birds as a literary motif in Slavonic literatures
· Bird-symbols in Slavdom 

· Birds in Slavonic sculpture and painting 

· Birds in Slavonic folklore 
· Birds’ elements in Slavonic languages
· Birds in history of Slavdom
